TRANSFERS
In addition to Riail 36 An Treorai Oifigiuil, as amended by Special Congress 2004, the following are to apply:

1. The closing date for the receipt of properly completed transfer applications at all ages shall be the last day of February in any year.

Exception: Where, after this closing date, the family of an underage player (i.e. up to and including minor grade) and when the said player is still in full-time education, substantively moves house from the geographical area of one divisional sub-committee to another, an application for transfer may be submitted for consideration by An Coiste Bainisti.  Where approval is granted, this shall be a matter of report to County Committee as per An Treorai Oifigiuil.

2. All applications for transfer to be submitted to the County Registrar or, in his absence, the County Secretary.  The County Secretary and County registrar shall be delegated the power to sanction applications properly completed and duly signed by the secretary of the applicant’s current club.  The date of receipt shall be deemed to be the date for the purpose of player registration in line with Riail 19(b) Treorai 2003.  An Coiste Bainisti is delegated the right, until amended or removed by a subsequent County Committee, to deal with applications for transfer and to grant or withhold approval, subject to the final adjudication of County Committee.
3. An application shall be submitted and accepted only on the form as currently approved by County Committee.  The application shall be completed in the prescribed manner as indicated on the form and in accordance with An Treorai Oifigiuil and these by-laws – both as may be subsequently be amended.

4. Application forms submitted incomplete and/or otherwise not satisfying the requirements of An Treorai Oifigiuil and these by-laws (both as may subsequently be amended) shall be deemed not to have been received.  Such forms shall be returned to the applicant for the necessary completion or amendment.  The effective date of application shall then in such cases, be the date of receipt of the properly completed or amended form, in accordance with (ii) above. 

5. It is the responsibility of the applicant to ensure submission of the application, properly completed as required by An Treorai Oifigiuil and these by-laws, (both as may subsequently be amended) by the closing date.  This may be done personally or through his current club secretary.  Applications shall not be accepted from the recipient club through club officers and/or members and, if so shall be invalid.

6. In the event of the current club refusing to sign and/or delay the transfer, the applicant must report the facts of the matter in writing to the County Secretary or County Registrar on or before the closing date as at (2) above.  Failure to do so by the closing date will render an application invalid.
7. The applicant’s club shall be required to respond in writing to the County Secretary or County Registrar within 10 days of the date of a request, stating the reason(s) as to why the transfer was not signed.
(a) The reply will be considered by County Committee or An Coiste Bainisti, (acting on behalf of County Committee), who will then adjudicate upon the transfer application.

(b) Failure to reply or to reply within 10 days will result in the approval of the transfer application at the expiry of this 10-day period, all other aspects of the transfer application satisfying the requirements of An Treorai Oifigiuil and these by-laws – both as may subsequently be amended.

8. A list of approved transfers shall be presented by the County Registrar to the meeting of County Committee immediately subsequent to the transfer closing date and at such meetings thereafter as required.

9. Multiple transfers from a club shall not be approved pending consideration by An Coiste Bainisti and report to County Committee.

10. In the case of underage players (up to and including the U16 grade) an application for transfer shall also be accompanied by an authorisation signed by the player’s parent or guardian.
