The rule comes in to effect in January 2013 for all underage/juvenile players and the following year (January 2014) for all senior/adult players. Being from a GAA background and current GAA player I recognise the difficulties that may arise for both players and clubs in complying with this rule. Custom made mouth guards are recognised by the GAA as the best available mouth guard for GAA players in terms of comfort, fit and retention. Unfortunately they are the most expensive type when bought on an individual basis. 
Our Service:  The service provided is quite unique: 
· Our dental team will visit your club at a pre-arranged time. For example this may be a training session or juvenile registration evening. 

· At the visit we will take an impression / mould of each player requiring a mouth guard. 

· From the impression the individuals customised mouth guard is produced.
